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Enforcement of the New Chemical Health Policy
Chemical Health Rule: (MIAA Rule 62.1)       

From the earliest fall practice date, to the conclusion of the academic year or final athletic event (whichever is latest), a student shall not, regardless of the quantity, use, consume, possess, buy/sell, or give away any beverage containing alcohol; any tobacco product; marijuana; steroids; or any controlled substance. This policy includes products such as “NA or near beer”. It is not a violation for a student to be in possession of a legally defined drug specifically prescribed for the student’s own use by his/her doctor. This rule represents only a minimum standard upon which schools may develop more stringent requirements. If a student in violation of this rule is unable to participate in interscholastic sports due to injury or academics, the penalty will not take effect until that student is able to participate again.
Constructive Possession: Students must be aware that those deemed to be in “constructive possession” might be subject to disciplinary consequences in accordance with the Braintree High School Student/Parent Handbook.
“If you are in the presence of alcohol and are aware of its existence, you should take immediate steps to remove yourself from the setting.”

(Note: These rules are in effect seven days a week, 24 hours a day, 180 day school year)

Penalties: 
1st offense: Four (4) week suspension from practice and games.

2nd offense: Dismissal from team and twelve (12) week suspension from athletics.
If “Student A” is an athlete during the season of play, and is in violation of the chemical health policy, either off campus or on campus, the four-week penalty will be enforced with loss of all activity privileges, including attendance at games and practices.

If “Student A” is an athlete, and is in violation of the chemical health policy out of season, either off campus or on campus, the four-week penalty will be enforced immediately with loss of all school activities.  At the time in which “Student A’s” athletic season approaches, “Student A” can try out for the team.  Once it has been determined that “Student A” has made the team, their four-week suspension from athletics will be enforced.  Day one of season (inclusive and through the tryout parameters) will count towards the four-week suspension from athletics, including attendance at games and practices.  During this time though, “Student A” can attend any student activity and view an event, but can not sit with team during contest.  Coaches must understand that if “Student A” is worthy of making a team roster, then “Student A” should be placed on the roster regardless of his/her status to begin the season.

If a student in violation of this rule is unable to participate in interscholastic sports due to injury or academics, the penalty will not take effect until that student is able to participate again.  If the penalty period is not completed during the season of violation, the penalty shall carry over to the student’s next season of actual participation.
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
